Words that are unusual, unknown, or that stand out in some way are usually chosen by the student. Their page number and definition is also recorded. Some students might not see this role as exciting.  However, building vocabulary is often a step that takes good writing towards superlative writing.  Moreover, it can be a role suited to students who are still developing confidence in English classes or textual analysis.

As the Vocabulary Enricher, it is your job to look for especially important vocabulary words within the book your group is reading. Words chosen should be:

* Important * Unfamiliar * Different * Puzzling

* Funny * Used in an unusual way * Interesting
